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REMEMBERING THE DEPARTED MOTHER OF
ONE OF OUR BROTHERS, JOHN KLINK

Mary Theresa Burke was born on April 25, 1918 to the
parents of Patrick and Della Marie Burke of Casper
Wyoming, Patrick and his brother M. J. Burke (Mickey)
relocated their families from Ohio to Wyoming in the early 1900s
where Patrick and Mickey founded the Burke Sheep Company.
This company went on to be a highly successful enterprise in beef
cattle ranching and sheep farming. Years following the early
death of Patrick and Mickey’s wife Anna, Mickey married Della.

Mary and her brother James would be raised in a devout :
Catholic home with step brothers/first cousins, Frank, Joe, John, and Bill Burke. Her
brother James would later in life become Fr. James Burke, S.J. All have predeceased
Mary.

On graduating from high school, Mary attended St. Mary’s College in Leavenworth,
Kansas where she earned a B.A. in English. In November 1940 Mary married Ralph
Edmond Klink. Ralph had ranch holdings in Wyoming and Colorado with management
of his properties being centered at the Flag Ranch in Laramie, Wyoming. With the ranch
being nine miles from town, the wife of ranch owner provided many challenges for Mary.

In 1952, Ralph and Mary retired to California where they raised their four children,
Fred, Jim, Anne and John. Ralph, who passed away in 2006, would become a long time
Fourth Degree Knight of Council 1684. The Knights was not new to Mary since her
father and brothers in Wyoming were also Fourth Degree knights. Mary would become
an active member of the community being a co-founder of the Third Order of Carmelites
at Mt. Carmel, the African Mission Circle, and Villa Majella. She was President of many
Catholic organizations in Santa Barbara associated with her children's schools including
Mt. Carmel, Marymount and Casa de Maria. She was the first President of the PTA of
Bishop Garcia Diego High School and a longtime member of the Deanery of the
Archdiocese of Los Angeles.

Mary is survived by her son Fred and wife Diana Doerr, grandson Danny and wife
Courtney, great-grandchildren Patrick and Cady, granddaughter Michaela and husband
Michael Caughlan, great-grandchild Stella; by her son Jim and wife Kathy Brugman,
and granddaughter Mary Beth; by her daughter Anne Walsh, grandsons Michael Walsh,
Brendan Walsh, and granddaughter Katie and husband Justin Straight; and her son
John and wife, Patricia Wallace deBlank, and grandchildren Larry and Mary Theresa.
She was predeceased by grandson Patrick Walsh in 2005 and son-in-law Kevin Walsh in
2010.

In her lifetime Mary placed a vivid imprint on the lives of family, friends, and people that
came to know her. To quote her son John, “She was a great lady and remarkably devoted
to the Church.”
