Saint for October, Blessed John Henry Newman, Priest (1801-1890), October 9,

John Henry Newman, the nineteenth-century's most important English-speaking Roman Catholic
theologian, spent the first half of his life as an Anglican and the second half as a Roman Catholic.
He was a priest, popular preacher, writer, and eminent theologian in both Churches.

Born in London, England, he studied at Oxford's Trinity College, was a tutor at Oriel College,
and for seventeen years was vicar of the university church, St. Mary the Virgin. He eventually
published eight volumes of Parochial and Plain Sermons as well as two novels. His poem,
"Dreams of Gerontius,"” was set to music by Sir Edward Elgar.

After 1833, Newman was a prominent member of the Oxford Movement, which emphasized the
Church's debt to the Church Fathers and challenged any tendency to consider truth as completely
subjective.



Historical research made Newman suspect that the Roman Catholic Church was in closest
continuity with the Church that Jesus established. In 1845, he was received into full communion
as a Catholic. Two years later he was ordained a Catholic priest in Rome and joined the
Congregation of the Oratory, founded three centuries earlier by St. Philip Neri (April 26).
Returning to England, Newman founded Oratory houses in Birmingham and London, and for
seven years served as the rector of the Catholic University of Ireland.

When Newman was named a cardinal in 1879, he took as his motto Cor ad cor loquitur (heart
speaks to heart). Three years after Newman died, a Newman Club for Catholic students began
at the University of Pennsylvania in Philadelphia. In time, his name was linked to ministry
centers at many public and private colleges and universities in the United States.

He was buried at Rednal (near Birmingham) eleven years later. After his grave was exhumed in
2008, a new tomb was prepared at the oratory church in Birmingham.

Saint for November: Andrew Dung-Lac and Companions, November 24

Andrew was one of 117 people martyred in Vietham between 1820 and 1862. Members of this
group were beatified on four different occasions between 1900 and 1951. All of them were
canonized by Pope John Paul 1l in 1988.

Christianity came to Vietnam (then three separate kingdoms) through the Portuguese. Jesuits
opened the first permanent mission at Da Nang in 1615. They ministered to Japanese Catholics
that had been driven from Japan.

The king of one of the kingdoms banned all foreign missionaries and tried to make all
Vietnamese deny their faith by trampling on a crucifix. Like the priest-holes in Ireland during
the English persecution, many hiding places were offered in the homes of the faithful.

Severe persecutions were again launched three times in the nineteenth century. During the six
decades after 1829, between 100,000 and 300,000 Catholics were killed or subjected to great
hardship. Foreign missionaries martyred in the first wave included priests of the Paris Mission
Society and Spanish Dominican priests and tertiaries.

The last of the martyrs were seventeen laypersons, one of then a nine-year-old, executed in
1862. That year a treaty with France guaranteed religious freedom to Catholics, but it did not
stop all persecution.

By 1954 there were over a million and a half Catholics-about 7 percent of the population in
North Vietnam. Buddhists represented about 60 percent. Persistent persecution forced some
670,000 Catholics to abandon lands, homes and possessions and flee to South Vietnam. In 1964,
there were still 833,000 Catholics in the north, but many were in prison. In the south, Catholics
were enjoying the first decade of religious freedom in centuries, their numbers swelled by
refugees.

During the Vietnam Conflict, Catholics again suffered in the north and moved to the south in
great numbers. Now the whole country remains under communist rule.
